CCDM 114 N. Algebra Skills
4 Credits (3+2P)
Fundamental algebra operations: algebraic expressions, solving linear
and quadratic equations, factoring, radicals, exponents. Provides
laboratory and individualized instruction. Completion of CCDM 114N
meets basic skills requirement. Graded: Traditional with RR. Traditional
Grading with RR. Restricted to Community Colleges campuses only.
