Academy For Learning in Retirement

The Academy for Learning in Retirement (ALR) is a volunteer-run
organization whose purpose is to provide meaningful presentations

on diverse topics of interest to members of the community. ALR is
affiliated with, but not funded by, New Mexico State University (NMSU)
through Dofia Ana Community College. The programs are presented

by NMSU faculty and other experts who are deeply knowledgeable in
their fields. The program is offered in the spring and fall semesters and
consists of monthly lecture series on current issues and topics. Tuition
may be purchased by semester or a lecture series may be purchased
monthly. Each semester the topics are eclectic, and may broadly include
the sciences, arts, humanities, history, national and international affairs,
economics, and other topics.
