The programs below are labeled as Concentrations in the catalog and on
student transcripts but are also recognized as "Teaching Fields" for the
Teacher Education Program. Students should meet with the College of
HEST Educational Support and Resource Center for degree progress.

Students must complete all University degree requirements, which
include: General Education requirements, Viewing a Wider World
requirements, and elective credits to total at least 120 credits with 48
credits in courses numbered 300 or above. Developmental coursework
will not count towards the degree requirements and/or elective credits,
but it may be needed in order to take the necessary English and
Mathematics coursework.

All students wishing to complete a degree in Secondary Education
must apply to the Teacher Education Program. Additional information
on the application process can be obtained from the College of HEST
Educational Support and Resource Center or on the departmental
website. A 2.75 minimum GPA is required for admission to the Teacher
Education Program and graduation. Students must pass all TEP
prerequisites/co-requisites with a C- or better grade.
